We begin competition day at 10, break for pizza lunch at noon (we provide the pizza) and finish judging by 3. You should try to drop off your model prior to 10, so we can start on time. 
Your model will be in the Curry Ballroom of the Curry Student Center. Your model will be there all day.  The students and family will hang out downstairs in the “West Addition”  There is food, tables and other comfortable chairs. While we will provide activities and lunch, it’s a long day. Please bring snacks and things to do.

 A link to a map of Northeastern is provided on the Competition page. You turn onto Forsyth Drive from Huntington Ave and travel to the cul-de-sac at the end. Turn left along the wall and rail to get to Curry Center. 
After dropping off the model, please park in either the garages or the surface lot on the other side of the rail. 
Parents and family are welcome to attend. While we do not allow other teams to watch judging, we will allow family members. It is a long day, students may want to bring book, laptop, snacks, etc. There is a small café and store in the building. But remember, NO electricity is allowed for the model!
You will be moving your model during the day. This is why it is so important to pay attention to the model dimensions allowed!!!
The judging will be held on one room, the models staged in a second room. The students are encouraged to participate in engineering activities and fun games in the Curry Ballroom. In fairness to other students, we prefer the students not remain with the models unless they are quiet. We also must respect the Northeastern Center and not have the students yelling, cheering, or otherwise disrupting the area. Noise carries, and it is only fair. That’s why we have the rooms downstairs- to let out that nervous energy in a fun, constructive and (sshhhhhh) educational way!
